The proposed programme for North Campus shall be governed by the Department of Sanskrit,
Faculty of Arts, University of Delhi, Delhi-110007.

PROGRAMME STRUCTURE

The Ph.D. coursework must be completed by the research scholar within one year from the

date of admission. A research scholar has to complete 4 courses offered by the department.

Each courses contain 4 credits and a student will obtain total 16 credits through the 4 courses.

1. All research scholars admitted to Ph.D. Programme shall be required to complete the
coursework with in initial | one or two semesters.

2. If a research scholar fails to qualify the coursework, he/she may be allowed to reappear
only once, within six months of the declaration of result. If the result is still found
unsatisfactory. The DRC may recommend cancellation of his/her registration. This may be
reported to the Board of Research Studies in case of Ph.D. scholars.

3. The research scholars shall not be allowed to take up any assignment outside the University
during the coursework.

4. Research scholars already holding M.Phil. Degree or equivalent M.Phil. Degree
(equivalence to be determined by DRC) and admitted to the Ph.D. programme, or those
who have already completed the coursework in M .Phil. of University of Delhi and have
been permitted to proceed to the Ph.D. programme, may be exempted by the DRC from the
Ph.D. coursework. All other research scholars admitted to the Ph.D. programme shall be
required to complete the Ph.D. coursework prescribed by the Department.

There are two types of courses for Ph.D.

1. Core Course (CC): This is compulsory course for the Ph.D. (Sanskrit). Department offers
two (2) Core courses to fulfill the coursework requirements.

2. Elective Course (EC): These are elective courses where research scholars choose any two
(2) courses as suggested by research advisory board of the particular scholar. Department
offers 24 elective courses in various specialized fields of Sanskrit studies.

The Research Advisory Committee of the research scholar will identify the course(s) that
he/she may have to do as coursework from the pool of the courses offered by the
department.

Each scholar has to be opted four courses.

ATTENDENCE
Research scholars shall be required to attend lectures (coursework) and participate in
seminars arranged in the Department during the programme. The minimum percentage of
lectures to be attended during the coursework will be 75% of the lectures delivered in all
courses individually.

SCHEME OF EXAMINATIONS

1. The medium of instruction and examination shall be either English, or Hindi, or Sanskrit.

2. Examinations shall be conducted at the end of each Semester as per the Academic
Calendar notified by the University of Delhi.

3. The system of evaluation shall be as follows:
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3.1 Each course will carry 100 marks.
3.2 The duration of written examination for each paper shall be three hours.
